Brussels Regional Parliament
Rue du Lombard 69 - 1000 Brussels

Anyone entering the Brussels Parliament will find himself in a neo-
classical building dating from the early 20th century. At the rear, 
however, there are still several wings with origins dating back to the 
late 17th century. 
This neo-Louis XVI-style building is entered through a monumental 
main door. From the hall, a double stairway leads to a sumptuous 
ceremonial room, the "hall of mirrors". This room is decorated with 
numerous mirrors and was completed in 1920 in the "Beaux-Arts" 
style with classical influences.

Résidence Palace
Rue de la Loi 155 - Bloc C- 1040 Brussels

The Résidence Palace dates 
from the twenties and is a 
fine example of the Art Deco 
style that was so popular at 
the time. Originally, it was 
designed exclusively as a 
luxurious residential com-
plex intended for the "upper 
crust" of Brussels. Nowadays, 
it also houses the Interna-
tional Press Centre and offers 
conference rooms complete 
with state-of-the-art tech-
nology in an historic setting 
reminiscent of the splen-
dours of the past.
